NEPO Updates  
 

NEPO working on Health Information Technology - For the past 6 months, 
the NEPO Health Information Technology Subcommittee has diligently met via 
conference calls to listen to presentations and updates by CalHIPSO, HITEC-LA 
and Cal eConnect to get a better understanding of HIT and its transitional 
process.  The Committee will continue to work with NEPO staff on developing 
HIT tip sheets and convening regional HIT meetings to keep NEPO members 
informed about the HIT process.

Final Definition of "Meaningful Use" - On July 14, the Centers for Medicare 
& Medicaid Services (CMS) released the final rule defining “meaningful use” of 
an electronic health record (EHR) system.  The final rule has greatly simplified 
the meaningful use reporting requirements, while providing physicians more 
flexibility in choosing measures that apply to their specialty. The final rule also 
builds in protections for physicians who may practice in areas where there does 
not exist health information technology (HIT) infrastructure, such as health 
information exchanges and immunization registries.  The California Medical 
Association (CMA) had released their analysis of the definition and summary of 
the final rule.

Pertussis Outbreak in California 
 

During the first five months of 2010, there have 
been at least 584 cases of pertussis (whooping 
cough) in California, resulting in the deaths of 
five infants.  In comparison, over the past 
decade, there has been an average of three 
infant deaths per year due to pertussis in 
California.  Infants with pertussis may become 
seriously ill and be hospitalized with 

complications (including pneumonia and brain damage). 
 

In order to protect very young infants, all age groups should be vaccinated 
appropriately against pertussis.  Most children receive five doses of pertussis 
vaccine (DTaP) before kindergarten but are susceptible again by middle school 
age.  Carrier parents and caregivers may spread the disease through coughing 
and sneezing.
