Pertussis Outbreak in California 
 

During the first five months of 2010, there 
have been at least 584 cases of pertussis 
(whooping cough) in California, resulting in the 
deaths of five infants.  In comparison, over the 
past decade, there has been an average of 
three infant deaths per year due to pertussis in 
California.  Infants with pertussis may become 
seriously ill and be hospitalized with 
complications (including pneumonia and brain damage). 
 

In order to protect very young infants, all age groups should be vaccinated 
appropriately against pertussis.  Most children receive five doses of pertussis 
vaccine (DTaP) before kindergarten but are susceptible again by middle school 
age.  Carrier parents and caregivers may spread the disease through coughing 
and sneezing.  The California Department of Public Health is planning to prepare 
new educational materials for healthcare providers.

Effective communication techniques; Health care provider and patient 
education resources; and Billing and procedure codes.
